To provide 50 Mbps Internet leased line connectivity on (OFC/RF) (1:1) at 
P.E.S. College of Engineering, Mandya. This includes installation, 
commissioning, testing & up keep of the complete link for one year period. 
The connectivity will be through dedicated Internet service.  
 

The Bidder would be responsible for the following: 

 To provide 50 Mbps Internet connectivity (1:1) (Leased Line) at PES 
College of Engineering at Mandya on yearly basis. It is to ensure that 
PESCE is getting 50 Mbps (1:1) bandwidth uninterruptedly. 

 The hardware and software required for the establishment of fully 
functional leased line will be provided by the bidder.  

 The bidder should be have valid license from DOT  as applicable for 
providing internet services in claimed location like ISP class A or Class B. 
(Attach a copy of license). 

 The bidder would insure that the local loop provisioning does not 
violate regulations as laid by Government of India/TRAI in respect of 
such links/networks. Bidder will be responsible for making all the 
payments towards the local loop charges/rentals/WPC charges etc. 

 8 public IP address has to be provide. 

 Installation, commissioning, configuring of the link and 
hardware/software (Mux, Modems and Router etc. to make line fully 
functional at 50 Mbps.). 

 Maintenance support service (24 hours and 7 days a week) for 
Bandwidth and equipment. 

 The Service provider has to provide PESCE with a software tool/method 
to measure and monitor the Internet bandwidth & its latency provided 
by the Bidder. This software should include a graph based report of 
latency over a time period. The service provider has to provide web 
based reports for network usage online and printable on 
Hourly/Daily/Weekly/Monthly basis.  

 Payment terms will be paid quarterly based. 

 If services are not found satisfactory, PESCE reserves the right to cancel 
the contract within one-month. 

 The list of existing enterprise customers of Internet Bandwidth should 
be provided along with feedback. 

 

PESCE will not pay any amount to any other agency directly for any purpose 
related to commissioning or rental of leased line.
